Guidelines 


for Selection of YSF Projects








When applying for Youth Service Fund grants, the following items will receive careful consideration.  It is these areas that the Projects Review Committee will examine most thoroughly.  The more specific, clear, and complete you are the better.





The mission of The United Methodist Church is to make disciples of Jesus Christ, therefore projects will be examined to see how they challenge youth to live as faithful disciples of Christ.





The project must be youth-related (ages 11-18).  The preference will be given to those projects that are youth-initiated and youth-led.





YSF grants will not be used to fund a deficit.





Projects will be racial/ethnic inclusive whenever possible.





Preference will be given to projects within The United Methodist Church or associated with The United Methodist Church.





Projects of other churches and cooperative efforts between religious groups will be favored next.  Finally, projects sponsored by secular organizations that meet United Methodist Youth Organization criteria will be considered.





Preference will be given to first time applicants.  Organizations 


may receive grants up to three times.

Application Procedure


for Selection of YSF Projects








This form does not need to be used, but all requested information 


needs to be provided.  Questions 1-9 are not optional.  Answer the questions in the order listed to present a clear, complete, and concise application.





The goals of the project should be stated clearly.  The committee 


needs to be able to visualize the project in action.





Submitting a specific budget is essential.  Where does the income 


come from?  What expenses does your project have?  No more than 25% of YSF money should be used for administration or salary.  Freeing a minimum of 75% for the program development.





Illustrate church and community support, financial and otherwise.  


Letters of support from church and community leaders are helpful. Three are usually sufficient.
