TIPS FOR TAKING MEDICINES!


Be informed and responsible as you follow your doctor’s prescription for your health. Prescription and over the counter (OTC) medicines can certainly help relieve a condition, but not without the potential for side effects. So it is important to ask your physician, pharmacist, or nurse about the benefits and the side effects of your medicines. 


Ask questions such as: 


What is the medicine’s name?


What is it supposed to do? 


How and when do I take my medicine?


Are there foods or activities I should avoid?


What are the side effects?


Whenever you take your medicines, be sure to use adequate lighting and read the labels carefully before taking your dose. Never stop taking medicine the doctor has told you to finish just because symptoms disappear. Contact your doctor or pharmacist if new or unexpected symptoms arise. Never take someone else’s medicine. Ask your doctor to periodically re-evaluate your medications for long term conditions.


Also, we highly recommend that anyone on medications keep a list of your medicines, with the dose and how often they are taken, in your billfold. When you visit your regular doctor, a specialist, a clinic, or the emergency room this is very valuable and helpful information for your healthcare provider.
