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Radio Ministry is continuing at WCBL each Thursday at 2:00.  Joe Thorn is serving as the moderator and is doing an excellent job.  We are still in need of additional participants.  We are asking that each participant listen to or read the sermon at Day1.net each week before coming to the broadcast.  Joe is emailing the questions for discussion on Tuesday and this is helping everyone to be well prepared and also helps to expedite the time necessary for recording.


August Cluster Services—There was record crowds at each of the four services.  Thanks to all the pastors who spoke at the services, the churches who provided the absolutely wonderful food, and to all those who attended.  A total of $1,816.03 was collected during the four services. (The board voted to use this money for a youth activity in the spring.)


Volunteers—We are continuing to have volunteer work nights the first Monday of each month unless it is a holiday.  In July there were 61 volunteers working 196 hours at the counter and 64 volunteers in August for a total of 241 hours.  Other volunteers including those who are court ordered are housed in the detention center, and other daytime volunteers totaled 515 hours for July and 465 ¼ hours for August.
