$£5.000 to Lakeshore United
Methodist Assembly for the
recently completed camping
season. All funds were designated
to provide “camperships™ for
children and youth attending
Lakeshore’s Camp Hope Series of
programs. This generous gift
enabled 25 children and youth to
attend the camp series that
uniquely reaches out to at-risk
young people throughout West
Tennessee and Western Kentucky.

Although Mr. Manning never
attended camp at Lakeshore as a
vouth, his father-in-law, Mr. Will-
1am Thompson of Chnst UMC in
Memphis, was a camper and en-
couraged the application.

“We were excited to have the
name of one of the nation’s most
popular sports personalities asso-
ciated with a program that touches
50 many young lives,” said Vickie
Lawson, camp Registrar and au-

thor of the grant proposal.

The Camp Hope Series specifi-
cally reaches out to children and
vouth who are, or have been, vic-
tims of various problems in their
own homes.

*Camp Hope specifically targets
children and youth who struggle
with 1ssues associated with alco-
holism or substance abuse in their
families or environment.

*Camp Grace provides a respite
for teenage girls who have been
victims of sexual abuse.

*Camp Peace reaches out to
vouth who struggle with anger and
self-control.

“Many of their stories are heart-
breaking, vet therr improved spirit
and renewed hope after a week at
Lakeshore makes 1t all worth-
while,” reports Mrs. Lawson.

Some of the Camp Hope camp-
ers have refumed through the vears
and have offered themselves mn
service as counselors and summer
staff personnel.

azel United Methodist
Church in the heart of
azel, Ky., needed

revitalization, needed hope. Like
many small membership United
Methodist churches, the older
members of the church were
dying off. Yet there was promise
in that the church was blessed
with eight young people ranging in
age from three to thirfeen.

The Rev. Stephen Webb began
his fourth vear at HazelMasons
Chapel Charge in June 2006. Dur-
ing that time, Webb has been in

prayer daily for Hazel UMC to “pull
itself up by the boot straps™ and
begin some new ministries for the
membership and the community.

After attending a workshop led
by the Rev. Joe Moseley at the
Small Church Summit, “Brother
Steve” presented the idea of a
“prayer walk™ at the monthly board
meeting.

The 1dea was batted around and
finally, one of Hazel UMC s new-
estmembers, Mr. Hillis Farris, sug-
gested that perhaps the church
begin by gathering for praver on

Wednesday evenings.

This was the spark that began
a project to “bathe the City of Ha-
zelin prayer.”

The next Wednesday evening,
asmall group led by Brother Steve
met at the church to prav and ex-
amine their call to ministry in the
community. The group prayed fer-
vently for their church, family,
friends, and neighbors in the Ha-
zel community. They continued to
meet faithfully on Wednesday eve-
nings to pray and a date was set
for the praver walk.

On a hot Sunday afternoon in
Tuly. five adults and two children
began to visit homes 1n Hazel ask-
ing if there were any special prayer
requests in the household.

The group was well received
and prayed at each home whether
there was a special request or not.
They also handed out information
about services at Hazel UMC and
left door hangers with information
about the prayer walk and the
church if no one was athome. The
