ithin davs of the September 11
terrorist attacks, some leaders of
the Southern Baptist Convention

began making an argument for Just War. Some
United Methodist leaders, on the other hand, did
just the opposite. They called for a non-military,
non-vielent response.

That’s the basis of a paper researched. writ-
ten and presented by Dr. Cindy Wesley, a pro-
fessor of religion at Lambuth University, to an
international conference in Canada. The con-

and the Committee for a Congress on World
Religions.

Wesley's paper, “Response of American Prot-
estants to 9/117, deals chiefly with the public
statements by leaders of the two largest Prot-
estant denominations. There are 16.3 million
Southern Baptists and less than 8 million United
Methodists.

“(In the United Methodist Church), there ap-
pears to be a disconnect between what the lead-
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
