iving up would have
been easy. Deciding to
rebuild after a killer

tornado has laid waste to vour
church, homes and lives—that’s
pretty hard. But the members of
Christ United Methodist Church
1n Millsfield, Tenn. know what’s
important and they aren’t about to
give up now.

“Rebuilding the church is real
important to me,” said Mike
MeCulloch, chairman of the Build-
ing Committee and a new member
of the congregation. McCulloch
joined Christ UMC just days after
an April 2 tornado ravaged the small
northwest Tennessee community
and left 2 heap of mubbish where
once the church had stood.

“We have to keep the heritage
going.” he said. McCulloch’s great
grandfather, George Tickle, was a
charter member of the church
which was organized after a suc-
cessful brush arbor revival led by
the Rev. Will Bryant in 1904

son McCulloch believes the church
has to be rebuilt.

“Go up and down roads
within a mile of here and you’ll
find lots of unchurched people,”™
he said. “If we can build a nice

place with activities for vounger
kids, we'll have a better chance
to draw in their parents.”

Keeping in mind the needs of
those young families, McCulloch’s
building committee decided to de-
lay building a new sanctuary in or-
der to begin the construction of an
all purpose activities building that
can serve as church and famuly life
center. It's being built to the left
of the original site of the demol-
ished church.

“We're just shy of finishing the
activities building,” said Laura
McCulloch, church lay leader and
Mike’s wife. “The walls are up and
the ceiling’s in, but we still need to
do the interior work.

“We think we’ll have it ready
by mid-November, but we have
our fingers crossed when we say
that!™

The activities building will m-
clude a kitchen that the women of
the church hope to help furmish
with the proceeds from the sale of
a cookbook they ve compiled.

“It’s the bramnchild of Mary Lou
Willoughby,” Laura said. “She in-
troduced the idea when the ladies
met to work on the kitchen lay-
out. She thought that such a cook-
book would be a tool for raising
some additional funding ™

lisher that suited their needs; as lay
leader, Laura called a quarterly
planning meeting and asked the
congregation to approve the idea.
